There’s always plenty of bad news around, and this week was no exception. A homeless man was murdered in St. Kilda. An 80 year-old pensioner was brutally bashed by thugs invading his Noble Park home. And the death toll on our roads was up by 11 as compared with the same time last year, just one month into the New Year.

But there was also one good news story which was so good that it can bring real joy into the hearts of us all, happy that 1800 staff at Grenda’s Bus Services have been recognised by generous bosses for their contribution to the firm’s great success.

Naturally the financial gifts, with an average of $8,500 for each staff member, brought enormous joy to the recipients - for some it would have been a “life-saver”, helping with unexpected expenses, paying for much-needed but elusive holidays etc.

But somehow the generosity of Grenda chief Ken Grenda and his sons would have touched all who read or heard about it. In a world we may have thought was obsessed with greed and gain, the recognition of the workers whose combined efforts contributed to the firm’s success ought not be as astonishing as it seemed.

And maybe it isn’t. It may well be that the Grenda generosity to staff has been replicated many times—perhaps with fewer staff, smaller amounts, and no publicity. Maybe, and maybe not. We’ll never know.

But this gesture sends a message to all in the work force—bosses and workers alike. A genuine team effort, with loyalty and dedication from the workers, and appreciation and recognition from the bosses is a successful formula for all. Like many other lessons in life, it’s simply another way of phrasing Jesus’ timeless and totally wise advice: “Treat other people the way you would like to be treated yourself”. 

Well done, Ken Grenda and family - and well done Grenda staff . Everyone has won!

A MELBOURNE boss has stunned his staff by giving them a staggering $15 million gift -- the ultimate pay-off for their hard work and loyalty. 


      Workers at bus company Grenda couldn't believe their good fortune when surprise bonuses averaging $8500 were paid into their accounts - with some staff receiving as much as $30,000. Family-owned Grenda Corporation recently sold off its transit operations after 66 years and decided to pour a chunk of the profits into the remarkable thank-you gesture. 


    Patriarch Ken Grenda, 79, and sons Geoff and Scott, have been dubbed Australia's most generous bosses after rewarding 1800 staff, from drivers to senior executives, for contributing to the company's success. Some wept while others rang their banks thinking there might be an error. 


      But Mr Grenda, the major shareholder, modestly played down the "best boss" moniker, instead paying tribute to his staff. "A business is only as good as its people, and our people are fantastic," he said. "This is to recognise that. We have had people here who are second generation, and one fellow in the same job for 52 years.  You only get there if you have good people." The family has been swamped with about 100 emails and countless phone calls of thanks from staff, who will all keep their jobs.
