Perhaps it’s fair to say an event has “arrived” when media outlets ring the event organisers, rather than the other way round!

Without getting too carried away, it was still heartening that Geelong community radio station “The Pulse – 94.7FM” rang the Parish Office to seek details on our Derby Day Fete for inclusion on two separate programmes.

Not only is such awareness encouraging to the Fete Committee and the (literally) hundreds of people who work together to make the Fete possible, but it is a genuine recognition that one of the chief purposes of the Fete is being achieved.

In addition to both “fund-raising” - for our parish and our schools, and also “fun-raising” - for all who are part of it, an important purpose of our Fete is to reach out in welcome to the broader spectrum of the Geelong community, inviting them to share in our “party”.

The basic mission of the Church is to “take the Gospel” - the “Good News” of God’s love for us - to everyone. Sometimes we do that well. Sometimes not so well. And sometimes we acquit ourselves poorly. That’s because while we are a Church with Christ as “the Head”, we are mostly average human beings who make up “the members”, with good points and bad points alike. 

Fete Day is a day when we open our doors, our gates to everyone. Not to get them to spend their money (though if they do, we’ll put it to good use!), but to ask them to enjoy our company, our talents, our skills, and to be part of our community,  since we are indeed an essential part of the community-at-large, not an isolated segment of it.

So many people help to make the Fete happen. Part of the reason is a recognition that as a parish, we try to “do our bit” for good causes outside our own immediate needs. Our partnership with Mary Immaculate Parish in Viqueque, our strong links to Anam Cara House and the Geelong Veterans’ Welfare Centre, our support of St. Vincent de Paul, and our association with a currently emerging project to assist the homeless - these are all part of our mission, but they are also part of the “wider picture” of the society of which we are all a part.

This is not to suggest our Fete is simply a “Public Relations” exercise. It is a gesture of warm welcome and inclusion to many who, for any number of reasons, may not be connected strongly or in any way to a Church - Catholic or otherwise. If they have a great day at the Fete - get a bargain, enjoy good food and company - then perhaps for some a few important bridges have been built.
