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23RD SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME (YEAR A)  -  4TH SEPTEMBER, 2011 

Next Sunday will be the tenth anniversary of the terrorist attacks on New York City and Washington on September 11, 2001. It is likely that there will be remembrance and prayer services in many places throughout the world as we recall the incredible events which, for us here in Australia, unfolded in the early hours of the morning, with many of us glued to television screens, unable to comprehend the catastrophic destruction we were seeing. 

Over the years, the most commonly recalled images of “9/11” (as it has become known) are of the collapse of the World Trade Centre “Twin Towers”. And understandably so. The terrible death toll of workers in the towers and the courageous emergency services personnel who tried to help them accounted for the majority of the nearly 3,000 people who died. 

But perhaps over the years we have paid less attention to the 250 passengers and crew aboard the four ill-fated planes. The story has certainly been told of the courage of 41 passengers and crew of United Airlines Flight 93 who caused the plane to miss its target (apparently either the White House or the Capitol Building in Washington). But somehow those on the remaining planes generally receive less “attention” than other victims of that terrible day.

When major events occur, it’s not uncommon for key people to become “out of focus”, notwithstanding that they are central to those events. This week’s High Court decision de-railing the Federal Government’s “Malaysian solution” has been followed by widespread criticism of the Government’s performance in other areas, as well as its short and long-term viability. Important as these and related issues clearly are, nonetheless at the centre of the now-defunct “Malaysian solution” are individuals and families whose past as refugees has often been traumatic, and whose future is still fearful. 

They have risked their lives in hope of a better life, and entrusted their personal safety to people often unworthy of such trust. While some may have exploited the immigration system, others - probably the majority - have felt they have had no choice but to take desperate measures in preference to the life from which they have escaped.    

In the political debates which will most likely dominate our headlines in coming months, let us not forget these “ordinary people” whose plight remains while politicians and commentators slug out their differences of opinion.

The High Court has given the Gillard government a massive kick in the guts when it is already writhing on the political floor. The government has huge policy issues on its hands after the court scuttled the Malaysia Solution - namely, what to do with the asylum seekers who were supposed to be flown there and how to replace the deterrent the ''people swap'' was supposed to represent. It also has a worsening problem of perception. This is another example of apparent Labor incompetence.


     “The Commonwealth government is on very strong legal grounds,'' Immigration Minister Chris Bowen insisted last month. Really? Clearly, he didn't know what he was talking about. The government was too gung-ho and, if the advice was convincing, it was also bad. If the Commonwealth's legal experts can't anticipate the High Court, they might need a refresher course in the law.


   While its impression initially was that the case would be won, later on the government became increasingly worried. The Malaysia Solution had been conceived as the ultimate quick and clever fix. If you put aside the doubtful morality of sending people off to be dealt with by another country with a dubious human rights record, it looked almost too good to be true - and it was.
