Easter faith, our belief in the risen Jesus is the foundation of our Christian
faith. As St. Paul tells us, if we do not believe that Jesus has risen from the
dead, then our faith is in vain. Jesus is alive and we are constantly in his
presence. He is with us in everything that we do because we are His people,
the Easter people.

A lot has happened since the COVID 19 pandemic descended upon us and
disrupted our lives. We have experienced hardship, heartbreak, which have
at times plunged us into depression and despair. Yet throughout all of this,
our faith in the risen Lord has helped us to persevere and not to lose hope.

This is the great Christian message: hope. Hope in a better world, hope in a
better future, hope in the best that people can be. This sense of hope has its
foundation in Easter faith, in the belief that Jesus is truly risen from the dead.
