In Dilexi Te, the Apostolic Exhortation first drafted by his predecessor, Pope 
Leo frequently uses Pope Francis’ metaphor of ‘concrete’ Church activity to 
make an important point. 

For example: ‘Concrete love was the criterion of holiness’ exemplified by 
Saint Basil. Caring for the sick showed ‘that salvation is not an abstract 
idea, but concrete action.’ Authentic Christian monasticism is ‘a style of 
holiness and a concrete way to transform society.’ 

Overall, this ‘concrete’ metaphor underlines how the Church is not a 
building but a building process. Our firm and lasting commitment to active, 
charitable discipleship in Christ helps manifest the Church in our world. 

Our mission, the Pope makes emphatically clear, therefore involves being 
willing ‘to welcome Christ who comes in the person of the poor and the 
stranger.’ It means working towards ‘an economy of solidarity in contrast to 
the logic of accumulation.’ And it involves embracing ‘a mysticism of God’s 
presence in the little ones’ to whom the world remains indifferent. 

‘When the Church kneels beside a leper, a malnourished child or an 
anonymous dying person,’ the Pope declares, ‘she fulfils her deepest 
vocation: to love the Lord where he is most disfigured.’ 

As such, the Church has a ‘mission of liberation’ that, when put into 
practice, can be understood as ‘an extension of Christ’s redemptive 
sacrifice.’
