THURSDAY 2 MAY, 2024 

ST ATHANASIUS 
 Born 295, was buried on this day in 373 at Alexandria (Egypt). Attended the first ecumenical 

council of Nicaea as a deacon. Later, as bishop of Alexandria, he upheld the council’s doctrine in 

the face of great opposition from Arian, including several emperors. Sent into exile a number of 

times. Venerated as the Father of Orthodoxy for championing the true and equal divinity the 

incarnate Son of God. 

 

ENTRANCE VERSE:    

In the midst of the Church he opened his mouth, and the Lord 

filled him with the spirit of wisdom and understanding and 

clothed him in a robe of glory, alleluia.

Alleluia, alleluia!

COMMUNION VERSE:  Father, I pray for them, that they may be one in 

us, so that the world may believe it was you who sent me, says the Lord, 

alleluia.
